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Many animals deserve a second chance to be a pet
again after being abandoned or given up by their
owners. The Agriculture, Fisheries and Conservation
Department (AFCD) encourages the public to adopt
them through our partnering Animal Welfare
Organisations (AWOs). These animals include dogs,
cats, rabbits, chinchillas, reptiles, etc.
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Why should | adopt?
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You can save a precious life and give an animal a home.
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You can get a pet with a friendly temperament.
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Dogs and cats for adoption are usually neutered.

The risks of related diseases are minimal.
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You can help to reduce the number of abandoned
animals.
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Procedures of animal adoption
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The AFCD receives abandoned or unclaimed animals.
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AFCD's veterinarians will perform health checks and

temperament assessments on the animals.
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Animals with good health conditions and
temperaments will be transferred to our partnering
AWOs for neutering (mainly applicable to dogs and

cats) and adoption.
